Review your State’s statutes and/or contact the Board of Pharmacy
regarding laws pertaining to prescription medication disposal

e Contact your Board of Pharmacy here: https://nabp.pharmacy/about/boards-of-pharmacy/

e Pharmacies will not be able to accept controlled substances unless they are registered with the
DEA as a reverse distributor

a Contact local pharmacies to gauge their interest in participating

e Independent pharmacies may be a good place to start as there are fewer administrative
barriers to initiating a new program
